· 74% is equivalent to 97th place – Lancashire County Council

· In bottom third

· But why…
Some more but why’s…
· No direct link to rural/urban split – Eden and Barrow both scored 80%

· No clear link with ethnicity– South Lakeland has the highest % of Black and Minority Ethnic People, followed by Carlisle 
One factor: hate crime
· A hate incident is when a person is attacked because of their perceived ethnicity, sexual orientation, disability or gender.

· Hate incidents give a good indication of whether people from different backgrounds get on.
